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You (the applicant) must provide original documents (not copies) to prove your identity.

The documents needed will depend on the route that the application takes. You must try to provide documents from Route 1 first.
Route 1

You must be able to show:

· 1 document from Group 1, below

· 2 further documents from either Group 1, or Group 2a or 2b, below

At least 1 of the documents must show your current address.
Route 2

If you haven’t got any of the documents in Group 1, you must be able to show:

· 1 document from Group 2a

· 2 further documents from either Group 2a or 2b

At least one of the documents must show your current address.
Route 3

Route 3 can only be used if it’s impossible to process the application through Routes 1 or 2.

For Route 3, you must be able to show:

· a birth certificate issued after the time of birth (UK and Channel Islands)

· 1 document from Group 2a

· 3 further documents from Group 2a or 2b

At least one of the documents must show your current address.  If you can’t provide these documents you may need to be fingerprinted.
Continuation sheets

You can download a DBS continuation sheet for additional information that you can’t fit on the DBS application form.
Unusual addresses

You must make sure that you fill in the address part of the form correctly if you have an unusual address, eg if you live abroad, in student accommodation or a hostel.  You can download here guidance on how to complete the form if you have an unusual address.
